The fourth precept is the obligation to attend Mass on certain holy days honoring the 

Lord, the Virgin Mary, and the saints. Holy days of obligation are days that remind 

us of God’s great love for us. Although these days are called days of obligation, they 

are days of privilege and opportunity for us to focus on our most important 

relationship, with God.
